Fratres : Christus assistens Pontifex futurorum
bonorum, per amplius et perfectius tabernacu-
lum non manufactum, id est, non hujus creati-
onis; neque per sanguinem hircorum aut vitulo-
rum, sed per proprium sanguinem introivit
semel in Sancta, @terna redemptione inventa. Si
enim sanguis hircorum et taurorum, et cinis
vitula aspersus, inquinatos sanctificat ad emun-
dationem carnis; quanto magis sanguis Christi,
qui per Spiritum Sanctum semetipsum obtulit
immaculatum Deo, emundabit conscientiam
nostram ab operibus mortuis, ad serviendum
Deo viventi?

A lesson from the Epistle of St Paul the Apostle to
the Hebrews.

Brethren: Christ being come, an High Priest of the
good things to come, by a greater and more perfect
tabernacle, not made with hands, that is not of this
creation, neither by the blood of goats or of calves, but
by his own blood, entered once into the Holies, having
obtained eternal redemption. For if the blood of goats
and of oxen, and the ashes of an heifer being sprin-
kled, sanctify such as are defiled, to the cleansing of
the flesh, how much more shall the blood of Christ,
who, by the Holy Ghost, offered himself unspotted to
God, cleanse our conscience from dead works, to serve
the living God? And therefore he is the mediator of
the New Testament; that by means of his death, for
the redemption of those transgressions which were
under the former Testament, they that are called may
recezve the promise of eternal inberitance, in Christ
Jesus our Lord.

Continnation of the holy Gospel according 1o
St John.

At that time: When Jesus had taken the vinegar, he
said: 1t is consummated. And bowing his head he
gave up the ghost. Then the Jews (becanse it was the
Parasceve) that the bodies might not remain upon the
cross on the Sabbath-day (for that was a great
Sabbath-day), besought Pilate that their legs might
be broken, and that they might be taken away. The
soldiers therefore came, and they broke the legs of the
first, and of the other that was crucified with hin.
But after they were come to Jesus, when they saw that
he was already dead, they did not break bis legs. But
one of the soldiers with a spear opened his side, and
immediately there came out blood and water. And he
that saw it hath given testimony, and bis testimony is
true.

Calix benedictionis, cui benedicimus, nonne
communicatio sanguinis Christi est? Et panis
quem frangimus, nonne participatio corporis
Domini est?

The chalice of benediction, which we bless, is it not
the communion of the blood of Christ? And the
bread, which we break, is it not the partaking of the
body of the Lord?

SECRET
